Niedas was professionally trained in classical ballet at Instituto Superior del Arte del Teatro Colon and later studied Tango with Rodolfo & Gloria Dinzel. As a Tango teacher, Niedas isn‘t bound by steps and sequences; Niedas’ knowledge of dance fundamentals has given many students a solid technical base to later develop their own Tango style and language.
